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NGO Colleagues

JJL Miller Foundation’ s Program “Helping Haiti” is working with Organisation Des Victimes Du Seisme Au Canaan Du (OVISEC), an organization of victims of the earthquake. The committee and the residents reside at Canaan II, a tent city located on the outskirts of             Port-au-Prince. Currently, there are 5,081 families and approximately 2,500 JJL Miller applicants from various tent cities throughout Port-au-Prince and outlaying areas. Approximately 2,500 families have yet to be identified.

The program, “Helping Haiti”, will be building permanent housing for families displaced as a result of the earthquake and its aftermath. In addition, the various programs, individualized family goals and employment offered throughout the five years (phases) of the program are designed to “uplift” families and enhance the lives of the many that have lived in abject poverty. Permanent jobs will be created at every opportunity and throughout the duration of the program; ongoing efforts will be made to partner with potential manufacturers, organizations and the like to create permanent jobs.  

The budget for our very comprehensive program is $225,000,000US; $45,000,000US annually for five years (five phases). Our initial draw request is $7,000,000US; this will allow us to begin building the homes that are needed to ensure the safety of the Canaan II residents who are currently at risk due possible hurricanes and flooding, we can begin helping the churches and other organizations who are in need of financial assistance and pay the existing staff and other employees. 

We wish to begin building early August therefore it is imperative that we obtain the required funding immediately. We will build continuously without regard to budget year so as to safely house the displaced as expediously as possible. We need your help to implement this program that can change lives for so many!

If every NGO/organization contacted donates a minimum of $500,000US from their disaster relief funding, commitments from 450 NGOs/organizations would raise the funding required.    We believe that Americans and other donors who contributed so generously to the various Haiti relief funds care not what aid organizations assist those devastated by the earthquake, only that the Haitians be assisted in their time of need. I ask you, our NGO partners, to help us help those who are in need. We are currently working on our registration with the Haitian Government; upon attaining our registration, we will open a Haitian Bank account.  In the interim, we will use our US bank account.
