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JJL Miller Foundation is working with the National Housing Development Corporation Ltd. (NHDC) to obtain land that will be used as sites for the building of homes. NHDC was contacted during the first week of June to address the following: 1. Whether the White Hall Estates land has been sold—The Foundation was told that most of the lots had been sold to investors. The available lots are priced at approximately US $18,000.00; 2. The availability of less expensive lots in another area—The Foundation has not yet received an answer. We will personally follow up on this issue within the next two weeks; 3.  Whether the NHDC can grant some land for the use of this project-- The Foundation has not yet received an answer. We will personally follow up on this issue within the next two weeks; 4.  Whether the land purchase (s) can be paid on a deferred basis (paid for over time)-- The Foundation has not yet received an answer. We will personally follow up on this issue within the next two weeks


The Foundation has contacted Food for the Poor for assistance with the construction of the homes. Based on our initial conversations, it appears that we will be able to successfully partner with them. They only build one and two bedroom homes with the expectation that there is a need and that the prospective homeowner is able to demonstrate ownership of the land that the home is built on.  The Foundation will ensure that all of the relevant criteria are met for the applicants that are chosen to be recipients of these homes. In addition, we will continue soliciting additional partners for the construction of homes; particularly for three bedroom homes.

The action plans detail educational, vocational and life skills classes and/or programs that you are expected to enroll in. In addition, if you are not employed, you should immediately start looking for gainful employment.
